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Executive Summary 
 

Introduction 
 

In conformance with the Fiscal Integrity Principles Ordinance the Finance Department presents 
the City of Daytona Beach Fiscal Year 2008-09 Quarterly Budget Report for the six month 
period ended March 31, 2009.  Included in this report are summaries of the first six months’ 
activity for the following major funds: 

¶ General Fund 

¶  Redevelopment Funds 

¶  Water and Sewer Fund 

¶  Solid Waste Fund 

¶  Marina and Marina Plaza Funds 

¶ Stormwater Fund 

¶ Golf Course Fund 

¶ Cultural Services Fund 

¶ Florida Tennis Center Fund 
 

Each summary page is prepared in an “Income Statement or Profit and Loss Statement” format, 
to include:  revenues, expenditures and net revenues for the first six months as compared to the 
FY 2008-09 budget and the prior year 2007-08 first six months actual totals.   Following each 
table are highlights of the changes that have occurred and the impact of these changes on the 
respective funds’ revenues/expenditures.  Additionally, I have included the following information 
behind the “Supplemental Information” tab. 

¶ Available Unreserved Fund Balance as of March 31, 2009 

¶ Cash and Investment Report 
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In summary, you will note that all Funds reflect a positive net revenue balance with the exception of the Halifax 

Marina/Plaza.  The deficit in the Marina/Plaza is due to increased debt service principal and interest payments 

for the Sunshine State Finance Commission Loan.  As you will recall, this loan was refinanced in February 

2009 to a fixed interest rate loan therefore  rising interest rates are no longer a factor and no additional budget 

revisions are anticipated. 

You will also note in the table above that in most instances all the major funds reported reflect an increase in 

revenues with the exception of the South Atlantic and Downtown Redevelopment Trust Funds, the Stormwater 

Fund, the Golf Course Fund and the Florida Tennis Center Fund.   The most significant of the 3 exceptions is 

the South Atlantic Redevelopment Trust Fund, which has seen a decrease in revenues when compared to last 

year by 24.89%.  This decrease is due to decreased assessed values, the effects of Amendment 1, and the 

removal of the 516 Grandview property from the tax roll as taxable property resulting from the City’s purchase 

of this property in the first quarter of FY 2007-08. 

Of the expenditure variances noted in the table above, I will provide a brief explanation for the General Fund 

increase of 5.01%, Marina/Plaza increase of 31.1%, Stormwater increase of 33.1% and Main Street and South 

Atlantic Redevelopment Funds decreases of 35.1% and 89.1% respectively. 

Overall Summary 

Following is a financial summary of all the major funds reported in this Executive Summary; this 

table includes actual collections or disbursements for the first six months of  FY 2008-09 

(October 1, 2008 to March 31, 2009) compared to actual collections and disbursements for the 

first six months of FY 2007-08.

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¶ The General Fund increase was mostly due to increases in the police and fire pension fund, health 

insurance increases, and the moving of the Police and Code personnel related to services provided to 

the Redevelopment Trust Funds back to the General Fund and charging these Funds for “services 

rendered” through transfers. 

¶ The Halifax Marina/Plaza increase was primarily due to the increase in principal and interest related to 

the Sunshine State Financing Commission Loan, which I have previously noted above. 

¶ The Stormwater Fund increase was primarily due to reorganization in the Utilities Department, which 

resulted in the allocation of personal services for personnel previously recorded in the Water and Sewer 

Fund. 

¶ The Main Street Redevelopment Trust Fund decreased due to the expenditures for the Breakers 

Oceanfront Park in FY 2007-08. 

¶ The South Atlantic Redevelopment Trust Fund decreased due to the expenditure for the acquisition of 

the 516 Grandview property in FY 2007-08. 

In pages 4 thru 14 of this Executive Summary is a more detailed financial presentation of the first six months 

revenues, expenditures, and net revenues.  This detailed summary includes a more thorough analysis of 

revenues and expenditures with a comparison to the prior year second quarter actual and a comparison to 

budget.  Additionally, a summary of the financial position is provided for each major fund reported.  You will 

also note behind the “Supplemental Information” tab is a summary report of current available unreserved fund 

balance for each fund and a report on the cash and investments held by the City at March 31, 2009. 
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Following is a summary of the significant changes in General Fund revenues and expenditures as reflected in 

the table above. 

Revenue 

ü Taxes - Ad valorem tax collections have decreased $681K when compared to the same period last 
year.  This is a result of a reduction in the millage rate below the rolled back rate for FY 2008-09. 

ü Intergovernmental revenue decreased from the prior year primarily due to the Safer Hiring Program 
grant for $186K received in the first half of FY 2008.  Additionally, sales tax and state revenue sharing 
have decreased $160K when compared to the prior year.  This decrease is consistent with State of 
Florida revenue estimates. 

ü Charges for services decreased from the prior year due to a decline in site plan reviews of $103K and 
decreased indirect cost allocations from the enterprise funds of $160K. 

ü Transfers from the redevelopment funds account for $712K of this increase due to a change in the 
budgeting of Police and Code Services provided to the CRA’s.  In prior years the actual Police and 
Code costs were recorded in the Redevelopment Funds.  In order to provide a better accounting of 
these services to the CRA Funds, all Police and Code costs were moved to the General Fund in FY 
2008-09 and will be charged back to the CRA Funds through transfers.  The remaining increase in 
transfer revenues is due to increases in the Enterprise Fund PLT.

ü Support Services 
o Salaries expense decreased $100K due to the reallocation of expenses to the Halifax Harbor 

and Facilities Maintenance cost centers. 
ü Finance  

o Salaries expense decreased due to unfilled and reclassified positions.  
o General liability insurance expense decreased $232K. 

ü Police 
o Pension contribution increased $390K through the second quarter ended 3-31-09. 
o Salaries and benefits charged to Redevelopment Funds in 2008 are charged to the General 

Fund in 2009, resulting in a $567K increase. 
o Health Insurance expense increased $326K (27-37%). 
o Contractual 2% overtime increase resulted in $170K additional salary expense through 3-31-09. 

ü Leisure Services 
o Salaries and benefits increased $112K due to a 2% cost of living increase, additional 

concession salaries and increased health insurance expense. 
o Building and equipment maintenance and electric utility expense increased $94K. 

ü Public Works 
o Salaries expense decreased $123K due to the deletion of 5 maintenance workers. 

ü Fire 
o Pension contribution increased $234K through the second quarter ended 3-31-09. 
o Health insurance expense increased $112K. 
o Expense increase of $62K related to fire station #7.  

ü Capital Projects increased primarily due to the purchase of vehicles and a fire truck. 
ü Transfers to other funds decreased due to a decrease in the tax increment transfer to the 

Redevelopment Funds of $65K and a decrease in required debt service transfers of $587K due to the 
payoff of a Sunshine State Government Financing Commission loan in FY 2007-08. 

 

Summary 

Revenues for the first half of the fiscal year are essentially flat when compared to FY 2007-08.  This trend was 
anticipated and budgeted for during the budget process last year and does not represent an alarming trend 
thus far in FY 2008-09.  Overall, expenditures are right on the benchmark for the first six months at 50.4%. 
However, it should be noted that a transfer of $4.5 million to the Redevelopment Trust Funds representing tax 
increment revenues collected in the General Fund was made in the first quarter of the year.  If this amount was 
paid evenly throughout the fiscal year the percent remaining would be 53.4%, representing a favorable trend 
when compared to the 50% benchmark. 
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Following is a summary of the significant changes in the Downtown Redevelopment Fund revenues and 

expenditures as reflected in the table above. 

Revenues 

ü Tax increment monies remained flat for FY 2008-2009 and reflect a small decrease of $5,577 when 
compared to FY 2007-2008. 

ü Miscellaneous revenues decreased $37K due to a decrease in investment income resulting from lower 
interest rates. 

 

Expenditures 

ü Police expenditures decreased $149K as a result of moving these costs back to the General Fund and 
charging the CRA for actual time incurred through transfers, which increased $193K. 

ü Debt Service transfers increased $109K primarily due to an increase in the Sunshine State Financing 
Commission Loan principal and interest expense. 
 

Summary 

In summary, FY 2008-09 Downtown Redevelopment Fund revenues are essentially the same as FY 2007-08.  

Although the Sunshine State Financing Commission loan principal and interest expense was higher in the first 

half of FY 2009 this loan has now been refinanced at a fixed interest rate and additional budget adjustments 

will not be needed.

Redevelopment - Downtown
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Following is a summary of the significant changes in the Main Street Redevelopment Fund revenues and 

expenditures as reflected in the table above. 

Revenues 

ü Tax increment funding increased $63K or 1% when compared to FY 2007-08.  This increase is the net 
result of a 5.5% increase in the various taxing districts’ millage rates and a 4% decrease in assessed 
property values due to the general decline in the real estate market and the effect of Amendment 1.   

ü Intergovernmental revenue increased $107K due to ECHO grant revenue for the Breakers Oceanfront 
Park received in the first half of FY 2009. 

 

Expenditures 

ü Redevelopment Services expenses increased $201K primarily due to various promotional activities for 
the Main Street Merchants Association during the first half of FY 2009. 

ü Police expenditures decreased $400K as a result of moving these costs back to the General Fund and 
charging the CRA for actual time incurred through transfers, which increased $487K. 

ü Leisure Services expenses of $34K in 2009 are related to the operating costs at Breakers Oceanfront 
Park. 

ü Capital Projects expenditures decreased $2.9 million due to the Breakers Oceanfront Park project 
expense during FY 2007-08. 

 

Summary 

Revenues and expenditures compare favorably when compared to one year ago and to the current budget. 

Total expenditures reflect a remaining percent to spend of 71.8%, which is a favorable trend when compared to 

the second quarter benchmark of 50%.

Following is a summary of the significant changes in the Ballough Road Redevelopment Fund revenues and 

expenditures as reflected in the table above. 

Revenues 

ü In general, revenues remained flat with tax increment monies increasing $12K or 3.9% when compared 
to FY 2007-08.  Miscellaneous revenues decreased $9K due to investment income decreasing as a 
result of lower interest rates. 
 

Expenditures 

ü In general, expenses remained flat with a remaining budget of 88.9% compared to the mid year 
benchmark of 50%. 

 

Summary 

Revenues and expenditures in the Ballough Road CRA compared favorably when compared to the current

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Following is a summary of the significant changes in the Midtown Redevelopment Fund revenues and 

expenditures as reflected in the table above. 

Revenues 

ü Tax increment revenue increased $53K or 5.4% when compared to FY 2007-08. This increase is the 
net of a 5.5% increase in the various taxing districts’ millage rates and a .1% decrease in assessed 
property values due to the general decline in the real estate market and the effect of Amendment 1.   

 

Expenditures 

ü Police expenditures decreased $42K as a result of moving these costs back to the General Fund and 
charging the CRA for actual time incurred through transfers, which increased $29K. 

ü Capital projects expenditures were slightly lower in 2009 due to expenses for infill land acquisition in FY 
2008. 

 

Summary 

In general, revenues compare favorably when compared to one year ago.  Expenditures also reflect a 

favorable trend with a total remaining expenditure balance of 93.5%, when compared to the 50% second 

quarter benchmark.

Redevelopment - Midtown
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Following is a summary of the significant changes in the South Atlantic Redevelopment Fund revenues and 

expenditures as reflected in the table above. 

Revenues 

ü Tax increment revenue decreased $205K or 25% when compared to the prior year.  This decrease is 
due to property assessment decreases due to the general decline in the real estate market, the effects 
of Amendment 1 and the removal from the tax roll of the property purchased at 516 Grandview. 

 

Expenditures 

ü Redevelopment Services expenditures decreased $68K due to costs incurred related to the demolition 
of the property at 516 Grandview in the first half of FY 2008. 

ü Police expenditures decreased $27K as a result of moving these costs back to the General Fund and 
charging the CRA for actual time incurred through transfers, which increased $19K. 

ü Capital Projects expenditures decreased in the first quarter $1.96M due to the acquisition of the 516 
Grandview property in the first half of FY 2008. 

 

Summary 

The South Atlantic Redevelopment Trust Fund has not fared as well as the other CRA’s in FY 2008-09.  Tax 

increment revenues have decreased by $205K or 25% when compared to FY 2007-08.  This has been due to 

decreased assessed values, the effects of Amendment 1 and the removal of the 516 Grandview property from 

the tax roll as taxable property.  However, expenditures look much better on a budgetary basis, with 

expenditures reporting at 73.9% as compared to the second quarter benchmark of 50% and the fund reflects a 

positive net revenue balance of $372K.

Redevelopment - South Atlantic
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Following is a summary of the significant changes in the Water and Sewer operating fund revenues and 
expenses as reflected in the table above. 

Revenues 

ü Charges for services increased by $1.9M or 12.4% over last year due to an additional billing cycle in 
March 2009 when compared to March 2008.  

ü Miscellaneous revenues decreased by $78K due to a decrease in interest revenues. 
Expenses 

ü Administration costs decreased due to a reorganization of Utility staff resulting in an allocation of water 
& sewer administrative, engineering, and environmental monitoring personnel to the Stormwater fund - 
$182K. 

ü Water operations costs decreased mainly due to four (4) staff reductions – $104K; a decrease in the 
Early Severance Plan contribution - $55K; and a decrease in inventory requisitions - $92K. 

ü Wastewater costs decreased primarily due to the transfer of six (6) positions to the Stormwater fund in 
FY 2009 - $166K, and a reduction in the Early Severance Plan contribution for FY 2009 - $228K.  

ü Other transfers decreased due to the elimination of the transfer to the Water & Sewer Improvement 
Fund - $1.03 million. 

Summary 

The net revenues through the second quarter of $1.9M have improved significantly over a year ago by $3.2M. 
The improvement is mostly due to an additional billing cycle in the month of March 2009, reorganization in the 
Utilities department - $348K, and a reduction in the transfer to the Water and Sewer Improvement fund - 
$1.03M. Revenues are slightly less than budget in that 53.1% remains to be collected which is more than the 
50% benchmark. This reduction is primarily due to a reduction in tap fees for new construction. Expenses 
compare favorably to the budget in that 51.7% of the budget remains when compared to the benchmark of 
50%.

ü Personal service costs increased due to an organizational change in which Support Services 
administrative personal service costs is allocated to the Halifax Harbor Marina in FY 2008-09. 

ü Operating costs have decreased from last year due to a reduction in fuel cost of goods sold - $59K. 
ü Transfers increased due to increased principal and interest payments due on the Sunshine State 

Financing Commission loan - $460K, which was refinanced on February 26, 2009 to a fixed rate loan. 

Summary 

The net revenues through the second quarter reflect a negative $432K. This is primarily due to the increase in 

debt service expenses of $460K.  Expenses compared to budget are right at the 50% benchmark with 50.4% 

budget remaining. Revenues are essentially the same as last year with little growth due to the current 

economic slowdown.

Expenses 

compare very well to the budget in that 64.2% of the budget remains when compared to the benchmark of 

50%. Overall the Stormwater fund looks very good with a strong net revenue balance of more than a half 

million dollars.
